
Ultra-marathon athlete Jim
Dreyer will attempt to break his
12th and 13th world records
when he attempts to swim alone
54 miles across Lake Superior
the first two weeks of August,
weather permitting.

Mr. Dreyer, if successful, will
have crossed his fifth Great Lake
while becoming the first to swim
across a Great Lake self-suffi-
ciently, and breaking the Lake
Superior distance record he set in
2002 (48 miles).

Starting at 8 a.m., Mr. Dreyer
will begin in front of the light-
house at Whitefish Point, north
of Paradise, and swim to Cape
Gargantua, Ontario. Mr. Drey
will tow a small dinghy of navi-
gational equipment with him.
The swim could take between 48
hours to 72 hours, depending on
the weather and lake conditions.

Mr. Dreyer has set two Lake
Superior distance records and
last summer he set a solo
duathlon distance record while
falling short in five previous
attempts to swim all of the way
across Lake Superior.

He will raise funds for the
Great Lakes Mariners Memorial

to be built at the Great Lakes
Shipwreck Museum at Whitefish
Point. He is also raising funds
and awareness for Big Brothers,
Big Sisters programs across the
U.S. and Canada.
