Toll Drops 5 Cents at International Bridge
Tolls paid for passenger vehi-

cles crossing the International
Bridge between Sault Ste. Marie,
Michigan and Ontario dropped
from $1.75 to $1.70, the result of
the strength of the Canadian dollar.
The rate reduction, effective
Sunday, October 1, was prompted
by a mandated currency exchange
rate review, which is done by
bridge officials twice each year.

“With the required, semi-annu-
al currency equity review, the rate
continues to get better for our cus-
tomers paying with Canadian cur-
rency,” said Phil Becker,
International Bridge Adminis-
tration (IBA) general manager.

The International Quick Card,

an electronic commuter card used
by frequent travelers, will decrease
in cost from $18.60 to $18.20. 

The intergovernmental agree-
ment under which the bridge oper-
ates mandates that the currency
exchange rate be equalized every
April and October, if the currency
difference is large enough. The
IBA is required to keep toll equity
to within five cents in relation to
currency exchange rates.

U.S. currency is used as the
benchmark for any changes.
Necessary modifications are based
on the average exchange rate for
the previous six months.

Canadian currency toll rates
will be adjusted as well.
