Nine Eastern Upper Peninsula
projects and organizations received
grants totaling $6,000 at a Wed-
nesday, January 17, awards presen-
tation by Old Mission Bank in Sault
Ste. Marie.

Four, $500 Community Pride
Awards were given to the Les
Cheneaux Community Foundation
to support its Community Library
and Cultural Resource Center En-
dowment Fund; the Pickford Area
Historical Society to provide finan-
cial support for its cataloging proj-
ect; the De Tour Reef Light Pre-
servation Society to help provide
matching funds for a Michigan
Lighthouse Assistance Program
grant the organization recently
received for a new dock crane, and
The Great Lakes School of Wooden
Boat Building for its effort to pre-
serve the wooden boat heritage of
the Eastern Upper Peninsularegion.
Community Pride awards are given
to recognize each organization's
efforts to preserve and restore local
heritage, and to provide educational
enrichment and employment oppor-
tunities to area citizens.

Community Spirit Awards were
given to five Chippewa County
organizations. Chippewa County
Community Foundation received
$1,000 for its Soo Theatre Project
Endowment. The Foundation also
received $1,200 to disburse to the
Pickford Community Wellspring
for endowment programs. The
Wlspring is a fund of the larger

This week, chili contest coordi-
nators had 15 people and businesses
planning to bring their favorite
recipes to the Snowsfest warm-up
tent in the downtown waterfront
park on Hodeck Street. There, hun-
dreds of people will be able to sam-
ple entries in the cook-off and vote
on their favorites. The event has
grown from afew entriesto as many
as 21. Five of thisyear's entries are
from restaurants.

Cook-off coordinators are seek-
ing many more entriesto give voters
a competitive selection. Voters can
sampleal the chilisfor $3, and they
will receive two tickets to use for
voting on their two favorite chili

recipes, or both tickets can be used
to give one chili more votes.
Winnerswill be determined by pop-
ular vote, and only one business and
one individua (homemade) entry
will win. The winner of the com-
mercial division will receive a
plaque and a gift basket.

Organizers  estimate  the
Snowsfest Chili Cook-Off isat least
20 years old, and over the years,
they have seen recipes featuring
ingredients as varied as corn, steak,
turkey, chicken, sausage, cornmeal,
peanut butter, venison, and beer.
Last year the contest received an
unusua entry made with wine.

Tasting will be offered from 11
am. to 2 p.m., and competitors
should have their entries to the
warm-up tent by 10:30 am.

At least four quarts of chili must
be provided to ensure plenty of chili

remains throughout the judging
time.

Competitors must provide a
ladle, and must put their chili in a
crock-pot. Pots should not be
labeled where the public can see,
because the contest is a blind taste
test.
