
eligible for unemployment bene-
fits through the State of Michigan,
Mrs. Bouschor said.

Aside from the casino jobs, the
rest of the cuts will come from the
Tribe’s service departments,
including government, health,
recreation, and contract services,
Mrs. Bouschor added. 

“People are upset about this. It
is never a good time when this
happens” she told The St. Ignace
News, “particularly in the current
economy.” 

The move is hoped to help the
tribe recover financially, she
added. 

“This is an extremely tough
decision to make. It has not been
easy,” said Tribal Chairman Joe
McCoy in a release. “However,
due to our financial position and to
ensure the longevity of our Tribe
and the profitability of our tribal
businesses, changes must be made.
We have to look to our future and
make decisions that will sustain
our Tribe and benefit our member-
ship.

“Unfortunately, over the years,
millions in tribal reserves has been
dwindled down to nothing.

According to our financial ana-
lysts, if changes are not made, the
Tribe will not recover.”

“Although it appears to be a
very dim situation right now, it is
one that we will fix,” he added.
“We are making adjustments, as
hard as they are, so that we can
maintain what we have and move
the Tribe forward.” 

The administration plans to
assess membership services, con-
sider organizational restructuring,
and analyze technology updates
that could help the tribe’s financial
position in the future, he reported. 

“We will do our best to preserve
tribal services for our membership,

however, we are taking a look at
how we provide those services,
where we provide them, and devel-
oping more efficient plans to
ensure continuity of the top three
tribal membership priorities:
health, education, and our elders,”
Chairman McCoy said.

The announcement of the job
cuts was made to staff and admin-
istration members by Chairman
McCoy, the tribal board of direc-
tors, Kristi Little, co-executive
director, Victor Matson Jr., chief
financial officer and co-executive
director of internal services, and
Tony Goetz, casino chief operating
officer.

cracked in a windstorm.
Les Therrian, director of the

Department of Public Works, said
the city crew has worked with both
companies before and has confi-
dence in their abilities. In a written
report, Wilcox Professional Ser-
vices staff confirmed both compa-
nies were qualified to do the work.

Councilman Willie LaLonde
questioned why the second phase
was not rebid, since all bids were
over the estimated budget, to which
Mr. Therrian replied that the higher
bids reflect the rising costs for
materials. Rebiding the project, he
said, would cost the city about
$5,000, and that $100,000 over pro-
jection on a $3 million project is not
unreasonable. He is talking with
DeVere Construction about ways to
reduce costs, and city crews now
may do parts of the project.

Both bids were approved unani-
mously. 

Including Kamphuis Pipeline,
six bids were received for the first
phase of the project. Other bidders
were Fox Excavating of Brimley at
$1,379,526, Maverick Construction
of St. Ignace at $1,499,031, Cordes
Excavating of Hillman at
$1,695,213, M & M Excavating of
Gaylord at $1,724,251, and MDC
Contracting of Charlevoix at
$1,730,589.

Including DeVere Construction,
three bids were received for phase
two, including Meridian Construc-
tion of Alpena at $2,108,000 and

Spence Brothers of Traverse City at
$2,371,500.

In other business, Council
approved a resolution that declares
May 1 Silver Star Banner Day. The
city now will honor wounded and
ill soldiers of St. Ignace. Silver Star
Families of America, a charitable
not-for-profit organization, is ask-
ing communities to establish the
day. 

Mayor Paul Grondin also told
Council he had attended the 50th
anniversary celebration of Bessie’s
Homemade Pasties of St. Ignace.

For the last 48 years, said City
Manager Eric Dodson, the fire
department clowns have represent-
ed the City of St. Ignace across
Northern Michigan. At Polish Fest
in Rogers City, Saturday, August 5,
they received the Judges Award, the
highest award offered by the city at
the parade.

“They do an excellent job,” he
said, “and take time out of their
own schedule. They do a really nice
job of representing the city.”

During the public comment por-
tion of the meeting, resident Mary
Nichols said since May she was no
longer receiving city council agen-
das. A request she had made
through the Freedom of Infor-
mation Act. Ms. Nichols requested
a written explanation. Mr. Dodson
said he did not know why she was
not receiving them and would look
into it.
