“When they’re looking at these ris-
ing prices, people tend to limit
their travel to the holiday week-
ends instead of taking multiple
summer trips.”

The Visitors Bureau will have
the official numbers for the season
compiled by the end of September.

Summer had a slow start at The
Mystery Spot in St. Ignace, as
well, but it picked up through July,
and August was strong, according
to Randy Binger, assistant manag-
er.

“Overall, I'd have to say it was
an average year for The Mystery
Spot,” Mr. Binger said.

It was not the only business to
struggle early in the season.

“May and June were disasters,”
said Chris Shepler of Shepler’s
Mackinac Island Ferry. He attrib-
uted the early season’s low num-
bers to bad weather and reported
seeing an upswing later in the
summer.

“This August had even better
numbers than last year,” he said.

Numbers are looking better at
the end of the season, he said,
because schools are waiting to
open until after Labor Day. He
reported that ferries running from
St. Ignace and Mackinaw City
have lost business equally. About
70% of passengers travel from
Mackinaw City, which is similar to
previous years.

Star Line Mackinac Island
Ferry also had a slow start this
year, according to General
Manager Tom Pfeiffelmann. Poor
weather was a contributing factor,
he said, but he pointed out that
tourism in the Upper Peninsula has
been declining for the last decade.

“If it wasn’t for out-of-staters,
we’d have never made it,” he said,
noting “half or more” of his cus-
tomers came from out of state this
year.

Throughout the summer, more
than half of the cars in the Star
Line parking lot have had out-of-
state license plates. Before adding
a fuel surcharge this summer, Star
Line was losing more than $1,000
a day.

“This was not a good year in St.
Ignace, while Mackinaw City had
an average year,” said Mr.
Pfeiffelmann, and he believes that
this trend will continue. More than
half of the ferry line’s business
takes place at the Mackinaw City
site.

“For the last seven years or so,
St. Ignace has been down every
year compared to the previous
year, so it’s been declining steadi-
ly,” Mr. Pfeiffelmann said. He
attributes the drop to increased

tolls on the Mackinac Bridge, a
poor economy in the U.P., and lack
of travel in the state in general.

Area restaurants have been
feeling the decline, as well.

“It’s slow,” said Jane Magers at
Pancake Chef in Mackinaw City.
“We don’t have the numbers that
we usually see.” The restaurant has
lost the most business in the morn-
ing, as tourists are taking advan-
tage of the continental breakfasts
at hotels.

The Mackinac Grille in St.
Ignace saw lower numbers this
year, according to Virg Foreman,
manager. It was also one of sever-
al businesses to report that more
customers paid with credit cards
than cash this summer.

The Dixie Saloon in Mackinaw
City had a great year, said Sharon
LaVecchia, manager. She noted
that a lot of people seem to be tak-
ing vacations closer to home, and
that there has been an increase in
the number of Canadian cus-
tomers.

“It’s been a really great sum-
mer,” she said.

Kathy Arnold, manager at
Murdick’s Fudge Kitchen in St.
Ignace, said that business was
down this summer, even during
Car Show and Labor Day week-
ends.

“It’s the same story with all of
the businesses around me,” said
Mrs. Arnold. She also reported
seeing a drop in the number of
large families passing through.
She believes that high gas prices
are largely to blame.

Garlyn Zoo in Naubinway saw
a drop in business for a different
reason, according to owner Lynn
Moore.

“US-2 traffic was down, and
that’s mainly because of the sig-
nage on I-75,” she said.

Drivers coming into the Upper
Peninsula were advised of con-
struction on US-2, and many chose
to avoid that route completely.

“For the last 15 years, our num-
bers have gone up every year,”
Mrs. Moore said. “This year, we
were down a few percent.”

She reported seeing fewer
motor homes than usual this year.
She also saw more coupons come
in than in previous summers.

“People are just being a lot
more thoughtful with their
money,” she said.

There are benefits in a summer
like this, according to Mr. Shepler.

“With fuel prices through the
roof and rider numbers down,
we’re using this time to trim away
at our expense side of the ledger.
We will be in a better spot when
numbers go back up.”

for the Recreation Department with
the cost not to exceed $4,500. The
Recreation Department will bor-
row the funds from the Department
of Public Works, interest-free, for
two years.

Councilmen Willie LalLonde
and Tom Della-Moretta questioned
the expenditure, although both
voted in favor of the purchase.

Mr. Della-Moretta asked for
information on mileage costs the
city has been paying to Recreation
Director Scott Marshall and two
other employees for using their
own vehicles, and City Manager
Eric Dodson estimated it to be
about $400 a month, at 58¢ a mile,
based on the city’s latest mileage
request from Mr. Marshall.

Mileage allowances are meant
to cover gasoline, maintenance,
insurance, and all other overhead of
personal vehicles, so little or no
savings will be realized by transfer-
ring those costs to a city-owned
vehicle.

Mr. Della-Moretta also asked if
$4,500 would purchase a reliable
truck.

Mr. Marshall said  the
Recreation Department is looking
at a 1996 Ford F150, four-wheel
drive, with 126,000 miles, which
the city mechanic has examined.

Mr. Lal.onde expressed con-
cerns that the Recreation
Department had to borrow the
money and that the city already had
an old truck that may need replac-
ing soon.

That truck, said Mr. Therrian
and Mr. Dodson, would need
replacing in the next two years.

Creating affordable rental hous-
ing in the downtown district was
supported by Council in the form
of a resolution that will accompany
a grant application being made by
Housing Opportunities Make
Equal (HOME) of Mackinac coun-
ty for apartment house subsidies.

“We’re not building new homes
because of the current market situ-
ation, so we’re finding other ways
to assist families,” Lori Pieri, exec-
utive director of HOME, told The
St.  Ignace News Tuesday,
September 16.

A public meeting attended more
than 20 people in July generated a
lot of interest in the program, she
said.

If the grant is awarded, a land-
lord can invest 25% in a housing
rehabilitation project and receive
75% from the Michigan State
Housing Development Authority
(MSHDA). The maximum
MSHDA contributions would be
$25,000 for an existing unit and up
to $35,000 for a new apartment.

MSHDA rules requires that the
rental rate of the unit meets specif-
ic guidelines for five years. Also,
landlords must agree to a five-year
lean on their property with the city.
The lean is forgivable, if the land-
lord complies with making the
housing affordable.

The sewer project bond closing
is set for September 22. Work on
both phases of the project now may
begin this fall.

Phase one is the priority, said
Les Therrian, director of the
Department of Public Works,
including replacement of the force
main on Cheeseman Road and
replacing the North State Street lift
station.

Work at the lagoons is part of the
second phase of the project and
includes automatic fine screening
of the lagoon effluent, an ultraviolet
disinfection system, and lagoon
liner replacement for five of the six
ponds.

Council approved Cole Inc. of
Cadillac with a bid of $891,702 to
build a new bus station at the corner
of Church Street and US-2. An
unattached canopy will cost
$190,149. The city prefers the con-
tractor use local labor and supplies,
said City Manager Eric Dodson,
but can’t require it.

The contract was recommended
by DLZ, the architects for the proj-
ect.

Other bids received were
Whisker River of Traverse City at
$1,094.950, Nomad Construction
of Sault Ste. Marie at $1,015,000,
Devere Construction of Alpena at
$1,138,000, Spence Brothers
Construction of Saginaw, and
O’Boyle and Company of
Marquette at $971,850.

Belonga Plumbing and Heating
of St. Ignace was the lowest bidder,
at $16,907.40, for the Murray
Street sewer line project. The com-
pany also will charge $7 per cubic
yard for sand. Other St. Ignace
businesses bidding on the project

were Art Huskey and Sons
Excavating, which bid $26,000 and
Maverick Construction bid

$26,695. Those bids include sand.

Completed city manager evalua-
tion forms were turned in the
Mayor Paul Grondin by council
members. He will compile the com-
ments and present a report at the
next city council meeting.

Operations at the marina
remained flat for August, said
Marina Director Gene Elmer, com-
pared to last year, while July’s num-
bers were about 10% lower than in
2007.

A nearby lightning strike has
affected phones at city hall.
Insurance will cover the cost to
replace internal lines and 13-phone
system, which will cost $6,380
from Solutions Communications of
Escanaba. It was the lowest of three
bids required by the insurance com-
pany.

Council approved a license to
drive a taxicab for Penny King of
St. Ignace.

Council offered a resolution in
support of Bayside Fall Fest,
Autumn Apple Days, and the Great
Pumpkin Roll for Saturday,
October 4.

area was chosen for the exercise
this year.

“The intent is to see how we
would come together as a unified
command,” he said, and establish
relationships and communication
with local response organizations.
“Communication always really is
key to an incident like this.”

Simulated  events  began
September 9 with security con-
cerns about a potential terrorism
plot in the Straits. The drill was a
joint effort of the Coast Guard,
U.S. Customs, and U.S. Border
Patrol.

During the drill, a radiation
pager signaled a warning of a
potential bomb. The Michigan
State Civil Support Team was
called in as part of the exercise and
conducted a simulated sweep of
the old Coast Guard Cutter
Mackinaw, now a floating museum
in Mackinaw City, and found the
mock explosive material. The team
then went through the steps
required to disable the bomb.

The simulation moved to Moran
Bay September 10, in a simulated
collision between Shepler’s ferry
boat The Hope and the fuel-oil-car-
rying Barge 4100 being pushed by
the tug Chris played out just off-
shore of St. Ignace, at a distance
from actual ferry boat traffic.
During the drill, The Hope was
called the Vacationland and was
intended to represent any passen-
ger-carrying vessel.

The drill tested water rescues
and radio communication. Sixty
people needed to be rescued from
the water. A safety perimeter was
established on land and in the

water, and radio communications
among boat captains, the Coast
Guard, and police always ended
with “This is a drill,” which was
repeated several times to make it
clear to any potential recreational
and commercial boat traffic in the
area that there was no real accident.

Anti-exposure  suits ~ were
thrown into the water to represent
boat passengers in need of rescue.
The Star Line Ferry LaSalle was
one of the first rescue vessels on
the scene. Employee Craig Skutt
donned protective gear and became
a tethered swimmer rescuing pas-
sengers from the cold water.

The exercise helped test the
skills of the crew to see how quick-
ly they moved into action. The drill
also tested communications from
the swimmer to the deckhand, to
the captain, as they maneuvered to
reach those in the water.

A Coast Guard helicopter from
the Traverse City Air Station was
on the scene ready to assist with the
rescue and to assess fuel spillage in
the bay. A temporary five-mile
flight restriction was imposed for
all aircraft except the rescue heli-
copter.

Those pulled from the water
were met on the shore by emer-
gency workers, who set up a triage
area. Fire crews were on site ready
to decontaminate anyone covered

with fuel or oil.

On land, an incident command
post was set up at Little Bear East
Arena and a Mackinac County
emergency operations center was
established at the State Police Post
in St. Ignace.

For passengers pulled from the
water, operations continued as they
reached land and emergency crews
pretended to assess their conditions
before transferring them to area
hospitals.

By the next morning, September
11, the exercise focused on the
area’s environmental response to
the oil spill from the mock colli-
sion.

Oil spill recovery teams from
local, state, and federal agencies
were dispatched to contain and
recover approximately 5,000 to
6,000 gallons of fuel oil.

Booming operations were tested
as Coast Guard Station St. Ignace
and Mackinac Environmental
worked together to contain the oil.
Booms were set around the barge to
contain the oil that was seeping into
the bay. They also were placed
around the city’s water intake area
to prevent the oil from getting into
the water supply. Sensitive wildlife
areas were considered for boom-
ing. A simulated effort was under-
way to remove all remaining fuel
oil from the barge.

Shooters Club Seeks To Add Classroom To Site

The shooting club that revamped
the rifle range near Castle Rock
Road in Brevort Township wants to
put a classroom there, and the town-
ship board has asked the group to
consult an attorney to see what the
legal requirements would be for the
project. Mackinac Straits Shooters
Association wants to purchase one
of the portable classrooms from St.
Ignace Area Schools for the purpose.

The group would like to place a
classroom at the site for training ses-
sions and plans to move on the proj-
ect in coming weeks, said Shooters
member Jimmie Miller.

The township board of trustees is
concerned about accessibility for
persons with disabilities, said town-
ship supervisor Ed Serwach. He
added that the board is behind the
project and will help in any way pos-

sible, including voting on a special-
use permit for the structure.

Mr. Miller addressed the town-
ship board at its Tuesday, September
4, meeting and explained the
request.

The group leases the property
and the owner does not want perma-
nent buildings on site, he said. The
shooters club seeks to purchase a 24-
foot by 36-foot structure from St.
Ignace Area Schools. It was once
used as a temporary classroom.

“The classroom is going to be
used for multiple purposes,” Mr.
Miller said. “For one thing, it is
going to be used for hunters safety
[classes] for the whole area. It will
also be used for young people for
archery [classes], and many other
uses.”

“Our police forces are going to be

utilizing this,” he added. “They will
be using the pistol range.

The club, he said, has drawn up
programs for the state police, the
sheriff’s department, and tribal
police, and hope to interest the U.S.
Department of Homeland Security.

“Each one of the forces has to do
a certain amount of shooting each
month,” he said. “When they are
there, the range will be closed only
to them, for safety reasons.”

A donor has pledged to help the
Shooters Association pay for the
classroom and utilities, he added.

The building will be used for
storage, also.

Superintendent Michael Spring-
steen of St. Ignace Area Schools has
agreed to leave chalkboards and
other useful features inside the
building, Mr. Miller said.
