While the general public is prob-
ably not aware of it, every little blast
from the whistle of a locomotive has
a meaning that all railroad men
understand. The mysteries of the
engine's language has been revealed
in the following announcement by
the railroads:

Four blasts, two of medium
length and two short, are a warning
that a locomotive is approaching a
grade crossing.

A succession of sort blasts tells
trespassers to get off the track.

One long blast followed by three
short ones sends a rear flagman back
to protect against a following train.

Four or five blasts of medium
duration recall the flagman.

Four short whistles is the engi-
neer's way of asking for train order
signal.

Two short whistles mean "Thank
you" or "I get you."

One whistle of medium duration
followed by two short blasts calls
attention to signals displayed for a
following section.

One long blast is given when
train is approaching a station, draw
bridge or junction.

Two short blasts given three
times are a signal to the trainmen
that the air brakes are sticking.

It
is the best ice we have seen for years
20 inches thick, and cut before
Christmas.

From Allenville: The Increase
Club organized at Moran is not
doing a darn thing. Just what we
expected.

Editor of St. Ignace Enterprise,
St. Ignace, Mich. Dear Sir: - The fol-
lowing was clipped from the
Republican News and handed to me:
"Young Hoodlums Upset School.
The board of education held a spe-
cial meeting at the Brevort lake
school on Monday to investigate the
conditions there. After the meeting
Secretary Gille said: 'We found
things in a deplorable condition.

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formance to slander the children in a
public paper when the fault lies else-
where. I wish you would publish this
so the slander about the Brevort lake
children may be corrected. They are
just as good as the average children.

Michigan can chalk up another
good vacation travel year on its busi-
ness calendar according to the state
tourist council.

The council's year-end report
says Michigan's 1959 tourist busi-
ness held up well despite a slow start
in summer travel, wet and windy fall
weather and the economic effects of
a prolonged steel strike.

"Not to mention the stiff compe-
tition from other tourist states and
vacation areas," added Robert J.
Furlong, council executive secretary.

But while statewide tourist traf-
fic increased some 5% for the year,
travelers kept a tighter rein o their
pocketbooks. The tourist council
estimates some 10 million persons
spent vacation time in Michigan
during 1959k about half of them
Michigan residents. Total dollar
volume for tourism, however,
remained close to the 1958 level of
$650 million.

But, while some areas showed
above average gains, others fell
below 1958 The upper peninsula
community of Manistique reported a
19% drop in business, yet still stayed
ahead of 12957. The Arcadian
Copper Mine Tours near Houghton-
Hancock showed a 12% decline in
tourist sightseers. Mackinac Bridge
crossings were down some 10% for
the year.

"Spending for extras and side
attractions appeared to suffer most,
said Furlong. Some of the setbacks
he attributed to a lack of adequate
local and area promotion or outdated
accommodations. Generally, the
council spokesman said, resorts and
areas whose 1959 business declined
did not participate in organized
vacation travel promotion by local
and regional groups.

The tourist council singled out a
9% drop in fishing license sales and
the phenomenal boom in boating,
skiing and camping as reflecting a
major shift in recreational travel
interest and habits during the last
four to five years.

National travel experts predict
Americans will spend at least $15
billion o vacation travel in this coun-
try during 1960, the council report
states.

"Michigan will have to fight, ad
fight hard, to stay in the running for
its share of this booming market,"
said Ed L. Moloney, Cheboygan
banker and chairman of the tourist
council. Moloney warned that
Michigan will have to increase its
advertising efforts if it is to compete
with "the promotional barrage" of
other vacation states. He pointed out
that neighboring Ontario spends
more than $1,700,000 for travel pro-
motion, wile Florida's tourist budget

"By contrast," Moloney said,

budget for 1959 was $422,000."

From Gros Cap: Les Bradford of
Bradford's service station at Moran
says that the road out in front of his
place looks like Woodward Ave., - if
it was closed at both ends.

Both traffic and revenues at the
Mackinac Straits Bridge showed a
reduction this year form 1958, the
Bridge Authority reported Saturday.

Estimated figures indicated gross
revenues for 1959 would amount to
$4,761,700 and 1,244,627 vehicles
would cross the bridge. This com-
pares with $5,132,958 in revenues
and 1,390,390 vehicles in 1958,
reductions of 7.2 and 10.5 per cent,
respectively.

"The traffic attracted to the
bridge by it newness and the dedica-
tion publicity made 1958 a banner
year," said Prentiss M. Brown,
Bridge  Authority  chairman.

Dear Mark: I'm new to casino
gambling but like everyone else,
I'd like to increase my chances
of winning. What are the best
games and strategies for me.
Tami L.

Essential to every newbie's suc-
cess is understanding two funda-
mentals that increase their chances
of winning: They are 1) Sticking
to bets that have a casino advan-
tage of less than two percent, and,
2) Developing competence in
games like blackjack or video
poker and in selecting the right
wager or slot machine. Doing so,
Tami, you'll stand a good chance
of turning the tables in your favor,
staying in action longer, having
fun, and yes, stopping the flight of
your hard-earned cash into the
casino coffers.

So why, Tami, is it so important
to make wagers that have a house
advantage of less than two per-
cent? Because, as casino manage-
ment knows, you do not play
through your bankroll just once,
but keep playing your coins, cred-
its or chips again and again during
the course of your stay. That's also
why finding higher payback
machines or smart table game
wagers is so important.

Here's an example. Suppose you
were playing on a slot machine
that is pre-programmed to return
93% to the player. If you were to
cycle through your entire $200
bankroll, you could expect back,
"in theory," $186. Of course, the
casino anticipates your re-playing
the $186, so expect a return of
$173 on it. Play the $173, and
your return will be $161. Play
through the $161, get back, $150.
Can you see how the casino is
grinding away at your capital?

Now, using the same example
on a slot machine advertising a
return of 98.5%, put in $200 and
get back $197. Play that, and
you'll get $194 back. Put in the
$194, and expect a return of $191.
Of course this is all based on a
pre-programmed computer chip in
the machine tuned to return a cer-
tain percentage back to the player,
but you can see how much better it
is to play the higher payback
machines. It keeps you in action
much longer, long enough, possi-
bly, fingers crossed, to hit a decent
jackpot.

So, Tami, here are some of my
favorite casino wagers, ones that

should increase your chances of
winning. They are my favorite
bets by the standard outlined
above: They must have less than a
2% house edge and be played with
some proficiency.

Slots: Yes, Tami, SLOTS. But
only "liberal" slot machines. What
I mean by liberal slots are those in
casinos that advertise a higher
payback percentage-like a 98.5%
return-on selected machines.

Danger, Will Robinson. These
high payback slots are found only
where casino competition is
fierce. And, when you do find a
casino advertising liberal pay-
backs, you'll need to ask someone
in slot personnel which machines
those are.

Video Poker: The key to video
poker machine is pay tables, and
the use of basic strategy on a
decent pay table. With machine
selection and some video poker
prowess, you can reduce the house
edge to well under 1%.

Blackjack: Here's a skill game
where you must employ perfect
basic strategy. Basic strategy is
nothing more than how you play
your hand against the dealer's "up
card." Playing it correctly will
bring the house advantage down to
well under one percent.

Craps: Stick to these three terrif-
ic wagers. The pass and come line
bets, preceding wagers with odds,
and placing the 6 or 8. All have a
house advantage of 1.5% or lower.

Baccarat: Baccarat is one of the
easiest casino games to play (you
don't even have to know the rules
because correct hitting is predeter-
mined), so don't let the mystique
of the game intimidate you. The
stakes can be relatively low when
you play on a mini-baccarat table
and the house advantage is either
1.17% when betting the bank hand
or 1.36% with a player hand
wager.

News reports indicate that the
barge Chief Wawatam, the hull of
the former railroad ferry that
served the Straits of Mackinac for
more than 70 years, is being
scrapped at its owner’s shipyard,
Purvis Marine Limited in Sault
Ste. Marie, Ontario. The Chief
Wawatam was launched in 1911 as
a self-propelled icebreaker with a
heavy deck used to carry up to 22
loaded railroad cars (some say 26
cars) weighing up to 3,000 tons.
Although the vessel was cut down
to a barge in 1989, its engines
removed, and its upper works torn
away, Purvis kept the barge’s rail-
road deck, which became a flatcar
space for cargoes bound to or from
Sault Ste. Marie. The deck was
particularly useful in carrying
“charges” of scrap iron to the near-
by Algoma steel mill.

In 2009, however, the heavy
old deck gave way, ending the ves-
sel’s useful life after 98 years of
service on the upper Great Lakes.
At the time of its scrapping, the
Chief Wawatam was one of the last
vessels still floating on the Great
Lakes that had survived the Great
Storm of 1913. Contemporary
news accounts published by a
predecessor of the Town Crier’s
sister paper, The St. Ignace News,
tell us that the railroad ferry had
faithfully shuttled back and forth
across the Straits of Mackinac dur-
ing the height of the storm.

The shipbreakers who are now
cutting up the hull of the Chief
Wawatam are cutting apart metal
plates that were hand-riveted
together almost a century ago. The
iron or steel rivets were headed,
blunt, smooth-sided bolts designed
for one-time installation. The men
(or boys; traditionally the rivet-
heater was a child, a teenager, or
an apprentice) used tongs to put
their rivets into a coal firebox,
where they would be heated to
expand the metal. They would
then literally toss the red-hot rivet
to a two-man team of expert rivet-
ers, working one on each side of
the plates to be riveted together.
Using a specialized hammer, the
“outside” riveter thrust the heated
rivet, small end first, through a
pre-drilled hole. The new, hot rivet
formed a connection between the
two iron or steel plates.

The “inside” riveter then went
to work. With another specialized
hammer, the second riveter literal-

ly bashed the shank and small end
of the heated rivet into twisting or
spreading until it spilled outside
the dimensions of the connection
hole. The hot rivet was then
allowed to cool in place, reversing
the thermal expansion. The shrink-
age of the cooling rivet in its new
hole securely knitted two plates of
iron or steel together. The goal was
to transform a piece of metal that,
when cold, had been shaped like a
bolt, into a piece of re-cooled
metal shaped like a dumbbell — or
like a bolt with a crooked tail.
Either joint would have a long
lifespan if the rivet-heads were
kept painted and kept from getting
rusty. Some 100-year-old rivets
continue to do useful work today —
for example, the rivets that pin
together the structural iron of
Paris’s Eiffel Tower (1889).

It cannot be repeated too often
that in 1911, the rivets that held
the hull plates of the Chief
Wawatam together were hand-
hammered into place. For at least
the first hundred years of what we
call the “Industrial Revolution,”
human and animal muscles were
still an essential part of the coal-
fired energy system. By 1954,
when the Mackinac Bridge con-
struction was begun, inventors had
developed diesel-powered pneu-
matic hammers — we often call
them “rivet guns” — to pound riv-
ets into place, and those were the
hammers used by the men who
built the great bridge; but in 1911
men were still hammering rivets
by hand.

The Chief Wawatam was built
fast. Toledo Shipbuilding laid
down its keel June 1, 1911. Less
than three months later, the hull
was finished and the vessel was
launched August 26. Carpenters
and shipfitters then swarmed over
the vessel to complete the pipefit-
ting for the new boilers and raise
the boat’s upper works. By
October 16 the boat was finished,
and it sailed at once on its maiden
voyage. Losing no time, its first
crew pointed the vessel’s bluff
bow directly up the Detroit River
and Lake Huron to the owner’s
dock at St. Ignace; the Chief
Wawatam saw the Straits of
Mackinac, its working home for
the next seven decades, October
18.

For the new Chief Wawatam,
from keel to active service had
taken four and one-half months in
1911; today, nowhere on the Great
Lakes, probably nowhere in the

More HIN1 Vaccines Are Recalled

About 4.3 million doses of
nasal HIN1, or swine flu, vaccines
have been voluntarily recalled by
the manufacturer because their
potency was degrading over time.

The Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention reported there
are no safety concerns with the
vaccine made by MedImmune,
and anyone who received the
recalled doses does not need to be
revaccinated. Michigan received
114,000 doses of the vaccine,
according to the Michigan De-
partment of Community Health.

The Luce, Mackinac, Alger,
and Schoolcraft (LMAS) Health
Department received 700 of the
recalled batches, Health Officer
Nick Derusha said, and 500 had
already been administered by the
time the announcement was made
Monday, December 22. Of the 700
recalled doses, Luce County
received 129 and administered all
of them, Mackinac County was
sent 199 and administered 102,
Schoolcraft County obtained 154
and administered 118, Alger
County was given 159 and admin-
istered 117, the Sault Ste. Marie
Tribe of Chippewa Indians ac-
quired 36 and administered 35,

and LMAS held 23 and adminis-
tered 17 to employees.

Providers in Mackinac, School-
craft, and Alger counties will
return any remaining doses to the
manufacturer, as will the tribe, Mr.

The Chippewa
County Health Department did not
receive any of the recalled vacci-
nations.

MedImmune's recall came a
week after Sanofi Pasteur's recall
of pediatric HIN1 vaccines, also
owing to degrading potency.

On Chief Wawatam, 100-year-old Hand-hammered Rivets Held Tight Until the End

The railroad ferry Chief Wawatam at the dock was launched in 1911. She was designed to break heavy
ice in the Straits and carried railcars and automobiles between Mackinaw City and St. Ignace, operat-
ing until 1984. Around 1988, her hull was converted into a barge to carry steel to Detroit, Windsor, and
Chicago. The Chief’s deck is now beyond repair, and her owners, Purvis Marine of Sault Ste. Marie,
Ontario, is scrapping the hull and will sell the steel. In her heyday, the Chief was a lifeline to security and

commerce between the peninsulas.

United States, could a 350-foot
vessel be built in that length of
time. As a point of comparison, the
new Coast Guard cutter Mackinaw
is 240 feet long and was built in
2004-2006, from keel to active
service, in 28 months.

The Chief Wawatam’s owners,
the Mackinac Transportation
Company, had demanded speed in
construction because they wanted
the vessel to be ready for use in the
winter of 1911-1912. The new ice-
breaking railroad car ferry had
been especially designed for cold-
weather service on the Straits of
Mackinac, with a bow propeller to
help the vessel maneuver in tight
spaces and suck water out from
under the sheets and floes of ice to
be broken. The bow propeller was
conceptualized by Captain John
McCarty of Mackinac Island, and
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the concept was developed into
reality by St. Ignace’s Captain
L.R. Boynton and his collaborator
in this invention, naval architect
Frank Kirby.

Experts believe the Straits of
Mackinac icebreaking car ferries
were the first vessels anywhere in
the world to have bow propellers.
These counter-intuitive propulsion
blades were distant ancestors of
the bow thrusters seen in commer-
cial vessels operated today around
the world.

The Chief Wawatam, with its
hand-fueled, coal-burning boilers,
hauled railroad cars between
Michigan’s Upper and Lower
Peninsulas. For many decades it
and its smaller, sister boat Sainte
Marie were the most reliable con-
nections in existence between the
two halves of Michigan. The com-

pletion of the Mackinac Bridge in
1957 made it impossible, however,
for a Straits of Mackinac railroad
ferry to make money for its own-
ers. Mackinac Transportation re-
peatedly petitioned and begged the
State of Michigan or the federal
government for financial help or
permission to abandon the service.
In 1984, the coal fires faded to ash
for the last time in the boilers of
old Chief Wawatam. The Chief
Wawatam’s old rivets had held
strong for more than 70 years, and
ahead were 20 years of additional
working life as a cargo barge.

One day before the Chief

Wawatam’s keel was laid, May 31,
1911, the White Star Line’s At-
lantic liner Titanic was launched.
It, too, quickly went into service.
Like the Chief Wawatam, the
Titanic had a hand-riveted steel
hull, but its first encounter with ice
would be its last. Shipbuilders
around the world were bewildered
when, in April 1912, the oceanic
vessel sank abruptly, two and a
half hours after barely grazing an
iceberg on its maiden voyage. The
tragedy would remain a mystery
for decades.

In 1985, the broken hull of the
Titanic was rediscovered on the
North Atlantic sea bottom, and sal-
vage operations began — many
Americans have seen exhibitions
of steel plates and memorabilia
from the wreck. Four dozen rivets
were recovered from the failed
liner, and metallurgical tests
began. Studies revealed that many
of the Titanic’s rivets had been
forged from brittle iron, loaded
with sulfur. Stressed beyond
endurance by the ice, the rivets
had cracked and popped, opening
seams between the vessel’s hull
plates. The new discovery was
first published in 1998, and was
later confirmed by testing the sal-
vaged Titanic metal and compar-
ing it to better-made rivets of the
same period.

If anybody during the late
1990s had been looking for well-
made rivets hammered home by
expert craftsmen in 1911, they
could have gone to the upper Great
Lakes, where old barge Chief
Wawatam was ending its working
life quietly carrying deckloads of
scrap iron and rolls of sheet steel
to and from Sault Ste. Marie.
